
Thomas 635CO Air Compressor
The Thomas 635CO, ¾ hp compressor is lightweight, powerful, and portable. It is rated at 2.5 cfm and 100 psi. It weighs only
16 lb. and operates at about 75 to 80 decibels noise level. It is quieter than other compressors due to the design and
specialized muffler. Your compressor should require not oil, water, or other maintenance other than keeping it safely out of
the way and cleaning it off from time to time.

Your compressor comes completely assembled and set up to power your Turbo Carver. Simply plug it into a reliable 110-volt
wall outlet, connect your Turbo Carver and you will be ready to carve or engrave.

This compressor is factory adjusted not to exceed the maximum pressure rating of your Turbo Carver handpiece. You may
adjust it to a lower pressure for softer materials by turning out on the screw valve. There is not a pneumatic foot control on
this system as an electrical switch is used instead to conveniently turn the compressor on or off to use the handpiece.

Please Note:
• Compression of air creates energy and the compressor may get quite hot during operation. This is normal. It is also

normal to have a slight smell of hot parts when the compressor is new. It is suggested taking a break every two to
three hours of working.

• The Thomas 635CO needs air for cooling. Do not run it in a confined space such as a box or a closet without fans
and adequate vents. This will cause overheating and it will automatically shut down if it gets too hot.

• Use only the normal U.S. electric 110-volt outlet. Outlets with different voltage such as 220 or 240 volts will cause
damage to the compressor.

• It is normal for water to squirt from the handpiece from time to time. This is caused by condensation coming from the
compressor head. The water will not harm the handpiece or compressor.
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Note: The unit is factory adjusted
not to exceed the maximum
pressure rating of your Turbo
Carver handpiece.

Pressure may be lowered for
softer materials by turning out
on the screw valve.
